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The next COUP will be held at the University of St Andrews, Scotland, on 6-8 September 2011. It is being hosted 
by APUC (Advanced Procurement for Universities and Colleges - the procurement Centre of Expertise and 
consortium for Scotland’s universities and colleges) and its member institutions.
